Autoinflmmation: Innate immune sensors and induction of
inflammation

Autoinflammatory disorders re];resen?;g a heterogeneous group of systemic
inflammatory diseases caused by genetic or acquired defects in key components of
the innate immunity. The field of systemic autoinflammatory disorders is expanding
consistently and rapidly with the advance of sequencing technologies.

The autoinflammatory diseases have a large spectrum with varying features
of inflammation. The concept of autoinflammation has been proposed since 1999
with the discovery of mutations in TNFRSF1A causing the TNF receptorassociated
periodic syndrome (TRAPS), defining a group of diseases with abnormal innate
immunity activation. Since then, many disorders with autoinflammatory pattern
have been described. Overall, autoinflammatory diseases are characterized by
recurrent attacks

of systemic inflammation with periodic fevers and are distinguished from
autoimmune diseases by the absence of autoantibody production and
autoantigen-specific T and B cells. Autoinflammation can thus be defined as an
abnormal activation of the innate immunity. According to their predominant
pathophysiological mechanism, autoinflammatory diseases could be classified as: (i)
related to IL-1 pathway; (i1) related to type-1 interferon pathway; (iii) related to
TNF pathway; (iv) related to ubiquitination defects; (v) combined with
immunodeficiency; and (vi) not yet classifiable.

Among all, IL-1 remains the central player in inflammasomopathies and related
diseases. Several of the responsible genes are now known to encode proteins
forming multimeric complexes called inflammasomes, which are intracellular
“danger sensors” that respond to a variety of different signals by activating
caspase-1, responsible for cleavage and subsequent release of bioactive IL-1p. This
discovery of the causative link between autoinflammation and IL-1p maturation has



led to a significantly improved understanding of the mechanisms of innate immunity,
as well as life-altering treatments for patients. Given the central role of
inflammation in many complex multigenic diseases, these treatments have benefit
larger numbers of patients with autoinflammatory diseases.

In addition, other cytokinopathies have also joined the landscape of
autoinflammatory diseases. For example, interferon-mediated associated diseases
correspond to autoinflammatory diseases that share evidence of a persistent
upregulation of type I IFN signaling, by increased expression of IFN-stimulated
genes (ISGs). Mutations in several genes involved in this pathway trigger
dysregulated IFN responses leading to autoinflammation.

In this presentation, I will address autoinflammatory diseases according to their
predominant pathophysiological mechanism, with a particular emphasis on recent
findings. Molecular basis of innate sensors and associated signalosomes involving in
autoinflammation will also be included.

Autoinflammatory diseases (AID) are characterized by recurrent or persistent
systemic or organ specific inflammation without inciting event and classically
present with elevated acute phase reactants. These conditions are characterized by
overproduction or lack of inhibition of various cytokines, and the advent of
biologic drugs that block specific cytokines involved in these conditions has
revolutionized their treatment.

In this review, I will introduce and discuss the most common
autoinflammatory conditions of adulthood including cryopyrin-associated periodic
syndrome (CAPS), familial Mediterranean fever (FMF), mevalonate kinase
deficiency/hyperimmunoglobulinemia D  Syndrome (MKD/HIDS), TNF
receptor-associated autoinflammatory syndrome (TRAPS), and systemic juvenile
idiopathic arthritis/adult-onset Still's disease (SJIA/AOSD). I will also highlight
the latest advances and drugs for the diseases.
